During the Friday, April 9, 2010 College of Business faculty meeting faculty members took the
following action:

» Approved deactivation of the General Business major

» Effective Date — summer 2010

Rationale:

General Business (GB) is one of the three largest majors in the College of Business. For the fall 2009 there are 243 GB
majors, 273 Management majors, and 272 Marketing majors. However, the number of GB graduates is approximately
30% of the number of graduates from Marketing and Management. In FY 2009, GB graduated 27; Management
graduated 85 and Marketing graduated 82. Across the four year, freshman — senior, time period enrollment drops in the
GB major. For example, in the fall 2009 GB majors are spread across classes as follows: 62 freshman, 83 sophomore, 54
junior, and 40 senior majors.

Over the four year period the percentage of GB majors that are transfer students goes up dramatically. For the fall 2009
the percentage of GB majors that are transfers, by class, are as follows: 30.6% freshman, 56.6% sophomore, 68.5%
junior, and 72.5% senior. In other words, 29 of the 40 senior GB majors in the fall 2009 are transfer students. Junior
and senior transfer students that are GB majors are bringing in 50-60 transfer credits thus are in a position where they
must declare a major when they arrive. SAT scores for GB are similar to Marketing and Management majors. For all
undergraduates the fall 2009 average SAT scores are: 1081 General Business, 1082 Management, and 1097 Marketing.
The College of Business average is 1105; the University average for all undergraduates is 1103 (for all freshmen it is 1127).

The GB major is functioning as a default option for a number of business undecided students, especially for transfer
students. Both the enrollment and graduation data show that students leave GB for other majors the longer they are
enrolled in the College of Business.
