+ Approved discontinuation of the BCOM minor

» Effective Date — fall 2010

Rationale: For several years the number of students graduating with a business
communication minor has been in single digits. Since fall 2005 a total of 10 students
have completed the BCOM minor. Several courses in BCOM at the upper level; report
writing and managerial communication, are offered primarily to serve the minor. With
only two full-time faculty members currently teaching business communication courses
and the continuing unmet student demand for the foundation business communication
class, discontinuation of the minor will allow our resources to be reallocated in order to
better serve student needs.
