GCSU Parking Operations Policy 








Introduction

The GCSU Parking & Transportation Services operations are conducted on a daily basis with impacts to students, employees, and visitors.  This department utilizes fees, fines, enhancements, and disincentives to enforce the parking plan.   A parking policy and related guidelines and procedures are preferable in ensuring fair and equitable implementation of the GCSU parking operations.  
Proposed Policy Statement

 

Georgia College & State University is committed to maintaining an equitable process whereby parking is made available to employees, students, and visitors.  Parking & Transportation Services will develop, review and periodically update procedures and guidelines governing parking operations. 
The procedures and guidelines include but are not limited to, informing faculty, staff and students about parking operations, developing and publishing appropriate informational materials, collecting monies for permits and citations, registering vehicles, taking appropriate disciplinary action which includes disincentives and other daily requirements which are necessary for operating the department.  
The guidelines and procedures and operations will require input from and even establish appropriate campus groups to ensure maximum constituent buy in.  The campus groups at the time of adoption of this policy include the  Parking Appeals Committee, the Parking and Transportation Advisory Committee (PTAC),  Student Fee Committee, and the Faculty Senate RPIPC.  The actual groups included can be expected to evolve over time
Definitions

Parking operations – the segment of Parking & Transportation Services charged with the day-to-day processes of controlling parking on GCSU property.  Responsibilities include the collection of parking permit fees, citing violators of prescribed guidelines, assessing fines, managing vehicle registration, assisting GCSU Public Safety in controlling vehicle movement, monitoring lots for utilization and assessing maintenance needs, and other such duties.

Disincentives – the term used when referring to fines, restrictions, towing and immobilization as a tool to discourage violators from disregarding established rules and guidelines.

 

Responsibility

Parking & Transportation Services is an operating unit under auxiliary services.  The authorization to provide services for fees by any auxiliary is explicitly granted by and governed by the University System of Georgia Board of Regency policy (see link below). The Vice President for Business and Finance is responsible for the parking services. The Vice President may delegate all or part of this responsibility to the Director of Auxiliary Services.  The Director of Auxiliary Services will be responsible for administering the Parking Operations Policy.
