1 propose the following revision to the University Senate Bylaws Article IT.Section 2.A.3. This proposal
is made to promote unit autonomy in the election of their faculty senators.

I1.Section2.A.3. The faculty of each School and the Library shall determine a constituency and an
election procedure for each elected faculty senator position apportioned to their respective academic unit,
subject to the eligibility criteria and term of service specified in II.Section].A.2 and the voting eligibility
criteria specified in II.Section2.A.1. School Deans and the University Librarian shall ensure that (1) the
aforementioned election procedure and specification of the constituencies from their respective academic
unit are submitted in writing to the Executive Committee no later than December 1 and (2) the elections
within their unit are implemented according to unit procedures and the results are reported to the
Executive Committee no later than February 1. These procedures and results shall be archived in an
appropriate format. The Executive Committee shall announce the results of the School and Library
Elections to the University Community no later than February 6.

1I.Section2.A.3. Faculty senators with terms of service beginning in the forthcoming academic year shall
be elected in the spring semester of the current academic year and these elections shall take place in each
academic unit by secret ballot after open nominations subject to the eligibility criteria for elected faculty
senators specified in I.Section].A.2. The faculty of each School and the Library shall determine how the
faculty senators are apportioned within their respective academic unit, that is shall determine the
constituency of each of the elected faculty senator positions apportioned to their academic unit as
described in I1.Section 2.A.1 and II.Section2.A.2. Each School Dean and the University Librarian shall
ensure that (1) a written description of the apportionment procedures developed by their respective faculty
for use in the spring elections is submitted to the Executive Committee no later than December 1 and (2)
the election is implemented according to unit procedures with the results reported to the Executive
Committee no later than February 1.
