We received the approval for the redesignation of the Bachelor of Science with a major in
Criminal Justice to the Bachelor of Arts with a major in Criminal Justice at Georgia College &
State University. We are excited to have this approval granted by the Board of Regents at their
January 2005 meeting. However, the request is effective immediately and this presents some
minor problems relative to SIRS reporting. In an effort to provide a smoother transition we are
requesting the Bachelor of Arts in Criminal Justice activation take place in Fall 2005. Then the
Bachelor of Science in Criminal Justice would move to a status that allows students who are
currently enrolled in the program to graduate with no inconvenience. All of this coincides with
the original request submitted in the 10/22/2004 memo (copy enclosed) but in the
communication process some of the details were inadvertently lost along the way.

In summary, our goal is to have only one degree, the Bachelor of Arts in Criminal Justice. To
provide a smooth transition students are not being allowed to enroll in the Bachelor of Science in
Criminal Justice and this will give those students the chance to complete their degree with no
inconvenience. Meanwhile the new Bachelor of Arts program designation will be accepting all
students interested in criminal justice.
