Introduction
The purpose of this report is to demonstrate that the slate of nominees prepared for the committees of the 2007-2008 University Senate is in compliance with the membership requirements articulated in the current University Senate Bylaws.  The format of this report will be to cite each relevant bylaw and then provide a statement indicating how the slate of nominees complies with the bylaw.  The committees will be referenced by the specified acronym throughout this report:  

· Academic Policy Committee (APC)

· Curriculum and Assessment Policy Committee (CAPC) 

· Executive Committee of the University Senate (ECUS) 

· Faculty Affairs Policy Committee (FAPC) 

· Resources, Planning, and Institutional Policy Committee (RPIPC)

· Student Affairs Policy Committee (SAPC)

Compliance Requirements
II.Section3.B.2.  The University Senate shall elect a Presiding Officer at its spring organizational meeting who shall preside at all meetings of the University Senate.  Should the Presiding Officer be unable to fulfill this obligation, then his/her designee shall preside.  Only elected faculty senators are eligible to serve as Presiding Officer.  The election of the Presiding Officer shall proceed as follows.  At the spring organizational meeting of the University Senate, the outgoing Subcommittee on Nominations shall nominate one elected faculty senator from the incoming University Senate.  The Presiding Officer at the spring organizational meeting shall then call for other nominations from the floor.  Should this result in more than one nominee for Presiding Officer, all members of the incoming University Senate shall vote by secret ballot.  The nominee receiving the most votes shall be the Presiding Officer.  The term of service of the Presiding Officer shall begin with the adjournment of the spring organizational meeting at which (s)he is elected, and shall end when his/her successor assumes office.
Craig Turner, an elected faculty senator from the School of Liberal Arts and Sciences, has been nominated to serve as Presiding Officer of the 2007-2008 University Senate.

II.Section3.B.4.  The University Senate shall elect a Secretary at it spring organizational meeting who shall be responsible for keeping minutes at all meetings of the University Senate.  Only elected faculty senators are eligible to serve as Secretary.  The election of the Secretary of the University Senate shall proceed as follows.  At the spring organizational meeting of the University Senate, the outgoing Subcommittee on Nominations shall nominate one elected faculty senator from the incoming University Senate.  The Presiding Officer at the spring organizational meeting shall then call for other nominations from the floor.  Should this result in more than one nominee for Secretary, all members of the incoming University Senate shall vote by secret ballot.  The nominee receiving the most votes shall be the Secretary.  The term of service of the Secretary shall begin at the call to order of the first meeting of the University Senate following the spring organizational meeting at which (s)he is elected, and shall end when his/her successor assumes office.

Chris Greer, an elected faculty senator from the School of Education, has been nominated to serve as Secretary of the 2007-2008 University Senate.

IV.Section 4.   All members of the University Senate shall have at least one University Senate committee assignment. Faculty, staff, administrators and students who are not members of the University Senate may be nominated to University Senate committees if the Subcommittee on Nominations deems that appropriate. Committee members who are not members of the University Senate shall be afforded all rights of committee membership, including voting, but shall have none of these rights in the University Senate. 
There are thirteen members of the five standing committees and seven members on ECUS making seventy-two members on the committees.  Of these seventy-two positions on the committees, forty nine are held by senators and twenty three by non-senators.  All forty-nine senators have been assigned a committee, and no senator serves on more than one committee.  There are twenty-two non-senators holding the twenty-three non-senator positions.  The only non-senator that serves on two committees is Vice President Gormly who serves on FAPC as a VPAA designee and ECUS by bylaws requirement.
V.Section1.A.  The Executive Committee of the University Senate shall have no fewer than seven (7) but no more than nine (9) members distributed as follows: one (1) member that is the University President, one (1) member that is the Vice President of Academic Affairs, one (1) member that is the Presiding Officer of the University Senate, one (1) member that is the Secretary of the University Senate, and up to five (5) additional members as specified in V.Section1.A.1 and V.Section.1.A.2.  Within ten (10) calendar days of its membership being completely determined, the incoming Executive Committee shall hold an organizational meeting at which they elect a Vice-Chair and Secretary.  These elections shall be presided over by the University President.  The Chair of the Executive Committee shall be the Presiding Officer of the University Senate  .
President Leland and Vice President Gormly are named to ECUS.  The nominees for University Senate Officers, specifically Presiding Officer nominee (Craig Turner – SoLAS) and University Senate Secretary nominee (Chris Greer – SoE), are named to ECUS.

V.Section1.A.1.  For each school or the library not represented from among the two (2) University Senate Officers serving on the committee, the outgoing Subcommittee on Nominations shall nominate an incoming elected faculty senator from that academic unit to serve on the Executive Committee.  This process shall never result in more than four additional members to the Executive Committee.

This bylaw requires the addition of elected faculty senators representing SoHS, SoB, and the Library to be named to ECUS.  This requirement is met by nominating Kendra Russell (SoHS), Douglas Goings (SoB), and Bill Richards (Library).
V.Section1.A.2.  Should the Chair of the outgoing Executive Committee not be reelected to the Executive Committee, (s)he shall serve as an ex-officio non-voting member of the incoming Executive Committee to assist with continuity for the following academic year.

The Chair of the 2006-2007 Executive Committee was Craig Turner.  As he has been nominated as Presiding Officer and Chair of the 2007-2008 Executive Committee, this requirement is met.

V.Section1.D.2.e. The Subcommittee (on Nominations) shall prepare a report that demonstrates that the composition of all committees complies with the requirements of these bylaws. Such a report shall be submitted to the Executive Committee when the initial committee recommendations are made and any time that changes are proposed to committee membership. 

The report you are reading is respectfully submitted for compliance with this requirement.
V.Section2.A.2.  There shall be thirteen (13) members on each standing committee identified in a manner specified in V.Section2.C. There shall be no fewer than seven (7) senators on each standing committee..

There are thirteen members on each of the standing committees and the number behind the committee acronym indicates the number of members that are senators.  Note that each senator count is at least seven.  <APC (9) CAPC (8), FAPC (9), RPIPC (9), SAPC (8)>
